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1. Introduction 
Plenipotentiary Antalya, 2006 adopted Resolution 158 (Antalya, 2006) concerning to financial issues for consideration by the Council. The instructs the Council part of the Resolution stipulate: 
1
that the council studies:


i)
the possibility of generating additional income for ITU, including, if necessary, recommending modifications to the relevant articles of the Constitution and Convention and possibly through identifying new financial resources not related to the contributory units;


ii)
the possibility of establishing mechanisms to afford more stability to the financial plan during forthcoming plenipotentiary conferences, and to make recommendations in that regard;


iii)
the consideration of all inputs made at this conference with respect to the above-mentioned matters, including increasing the amount of the contribution per unit payable by Sector Members towards the expenses of each Sector concerned from 1/5 to 1/4 of the contributory unit of the Member States;

to report to the next plenipotentiary conference on the results of this study.
The Council in its annual sessions has briefly discussed the possibility of opening new avenue to respond to the issue raised in the Resolution, i.e in looking for possibility of generating additional income for ITU. Moreover, Draft Revision of Resolution 66 (Rev. Guadalajara, 2010) (ACP/12/39) contains elements which contribute to the objectives of this Resolution, such as the need to maintain a coherent financing and pricing policy which reflects the value of the intellectual efforts, the cost of production, marketing and distribution, while ensuring the continuity of publications, including the development of new products and the use of modern methods of distribution.

In addition, a review of the contributory unit system for Member States and a review of existing and new revenue sources and associated costs could be considered for inclusion in the relevant parts of the Resolution.

In view of the above the APT Member States proposed the following modification to the Resolution 158 (Antalya, 2006).

b)
the cost implications for ITU as a result of the role it has acquired in following up and implementing the relevant outcomes of both phases of the World Summit on the Information Society;

c)
that there is a need to stabilize the elements of the financial plan during plenipotentiary conferences;

d)
that in the last eight years the financial income of the Union, based on contributions by Member States and Sector Members, has continued to decrease;

e)
the need to increase the income of the Union, possibly through increasing the sources of income of the Union or developing additional new financial mechanisms,

further noting

the adoption of [Resolution 151 (Rev. Guadalajara, 2010) of this conference, on results-based management, and Resolution 155 (Antalya, 2006) of this conference, on the establishment of a management and budget group of the Council],

recalling
that [Resolution 66 (Rev. Guadalajara, 2010) requires the need to maintain a coherent financing and pricing policy for documentation  which reflect the value of the intellectual efforts ,the cost of production ,marketing and distribution, as appropriate, while ensuring the continuity of publications, including the development of new products and the use of modern methods of distribution].
