1. INTRODUCTION
APT has played a key role in coordinating the Asia-Pacific input to the Plenipotentiary Conferences in the past. Similarly, APT will be coordinating the regional input to the Plenipotentiary Conference 2014 (PP-14). The 1st Preparatory Meeting for the preparation for the PP-14 was held in Seoul Republic of Korea, 02 – 03 April 2013, which established the Preparatory Group to coordinate and prepare regional common proposals to the conference.

Based on member countries’ consensus on specific issues, APT common proposal(s) for PP-14 will be developed and distributed for comment.

· Consider changes to the Constitution and Convention of the Union that have an impact on or may be required to improve the effectiveness of the ITU-R.

· Consider issues associated with cost recovery and satellite filings.

· Consider issues associated with the elected Officials, Members of the Radio Regulations Board

· Review PP Resolutions/Recommendations relevant to the ITU-R

· Review and contribute to improve the Strategic Plan for the Radiocommunication Sector.

· Review contributions and proposals to PP-14 from other regions and countries on radiocommunication issues.
· Consider any other issues determined by the Group in its work for the preparation to PP-14 or referred to the Group by WG3 or Plenary.
